Third Sunday of Easter

Acts 2:14a, 36–41
14Then Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his voice and addressed the

crowd: ...
36“Therefore let all Israel be assured of this: God has made this Jesus, whom

you crucified, both Lord and Messiah.”
37When the people heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to Peter and

the other apostles, “Brothers, what shall we do?”
38Peter replied, “Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of

Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of

the Holy Spirit. 39The promise is for you and your children and for all who are

far off—for all whom the Lord our God will call.”
40With many other words he warned them; and he pleaded with them, “Be

saved from this corrupt generation!” 41Those who accepted his message were

baptized, and about three thousand were added to their number that day. >

1 Peter 1:17–25
17Since you call on a Father who judges each person’s work impartially, live

out your time as foreigners here in reverent fear. 18For you know that it was not

with perishable things such as silver or gold that you were redeemed from the

empty way of life handed down to you from your ancestors, 19but with the

precious blood of Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect. 20He was chosen

before the creation of the world, but was revealed in these last times for your

sake. 21Through him you believe in God, who raised him from the dead and

glorified him, and so your faith and hope are in God.
22Now that you have purified yourselves by obeying the truth so that you

have sincere love for each other, love one another deeply, from the heart. 23For

you have been born again, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, through

the living and enduring word of God. 24For,

“All people are like grass, and all their glory is like the flowers of the field;

the grass withers and the flowers fall, 25but the word of the Lord endures

forever.”

And this is the word that was preached to you. >



Luke 24:13–35
13Now that same day two of them were going to a village called -m"m~Nus,

about seven miles from Jerusalem. 14They were talking with each other about

everything that had happened. 15As they talked and discussed these things with

each other, Jesus himself came up and walked along with them; 16but they were

kept from recognizing him.
17He asked them, “What are you discussing together as you walk along?”

They stood still, their faces downcast. 18One of them, named Cl‘NÇ"pas, asked

him, “Are you only a visitor to Jerusalem and do not know the things that have

happened there in these days?”
19“What things?” he asked.

“About Jesus of Nazareth,” they replied. “He was a prophet, powerful in

word and deed before God and all the people. 20The chief priests and our rulers

handed him over to be sentenced to death, and they crucified him; 21but we had

hoped that he was the one who was going to redeem Israel. And what is more,

it is the third day since all this took place. 22In addition, some of our women

amazed us. They went to the tomb early this morning 23but didn’t find his body.

They came and told us that they had seen a vision of angels, who said he was

alive. 24Then some of our companions went to the tomb and found it just as the

women had said, but him they did not see.”
25He said to them, “How foolish you are, and how slow to believe all that the

prophets have spoken! 26Did not the Messiah have to suffer these things and

then enter his glory?” 27And beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, he

explained to them what was said in all the Scriptures concerning himself.
28As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus continued

on as if he were going farther. 29But they urged him strongly, “Stay with us, for

it is nearly evening; the day is almost over.” So he went in to stay with them.
30When he was at the table with them, he took bread, gave thanks, broke it

and began to give it to them. 31Then their eyes were opened and they recog-

nized him, and he disappeared from their sight. 32They asked each other, “Were

not our hearts burning within us while he talked with us on the road and

opened the Scriptures to us?”
33They got up and returned at once to Jerusalem. There they found the Eleven

and those with them, assembled together 34and saying, “It is true! The Lord has

risen and has appeared to Simon.” 35Then the two told what had happened on

the way, and how Jesus was recognized by them when he broke the bread. >

Fourth Sunday of Easter

Acts 2:42–47
42They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and to fellowship, to the

breaking of bread and to the prayers. 43Everyone was filled with awe at the

many wonders and signs performed by the apostles. 44All the believers were

together and had everything in common. 45They sold property and possessions

to give to anyone who had need. 46Every day they continued to meet together

in the temple courts. They broke bread in their homes and ate together with

glad and sincere hearts, 47praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people.

And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved. >

1 Peter 2:19–25
19For it is commendable if you bear up under the pain of unjust suffering

because you are conscious of God. 20But how is it to your credit if you receive

a beating for doing wrong and endure it? But if you suffer for doing good and

you endure it, this is commendable before God. 21To this you were called,

because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an example, that you should

follow in his steps.
22“He committed no sin, and no deceit was found in his mouth.”
23When they hurled their insults at him, he did not retaliate; when he

suffered, he made no threats. Instead, he entrusted himself to him who judges

justly. 24“He himself bore our sins” in his body on the cross, so that we might

die to sins and live for righteousness; “by his wounds you have been healed.”
25For “you were like sheep going astray,” but now you have returned to the

Shepherd and Overseer of your souls. >

John 10:1–10
1Jesus said, “Very truly I tell you Pharisees, anyone who does not enter the

sheep pen by the gate, but climbs in by some other way, is a thief and a robber.
2The one who enters by the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. 3The gatekeeper

opens the gate for him, and the sheep listen to his voice. He calls his own sheep

by name and leads them out. 4When he has brought out all his own, he goes on

ahead of them, and his sheep follow him because they know his voice. 5But

they will never follow a stranger; in fact, they will run away from him because

they do not recognize a stranger’s voice.” 6Jesus used this figure of speech, Y



but the Pharisees did not understand what he was telling them.
7Therefore Jesus said again, “Very truly I tell you, I am the gate for the sheep.

8All who have come before me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep have not

listened to them. 9I am the gate; whoever enters through me will be saved. They

will come in and go out, and find pasture. 10The thief comes only to steal and

kill and destroy; I have come that they may have life, and have it to the full. >



April 20, 2008

Fifth Sunday of Easter

Acts 6:1–9; 7:2a, 51–60
1In those days when the number of disciples was increasing, the H.l"len"0sNt0c

Jews among them complained against the H."br~N0c Jews because their widows

were being overlooked in the daily distribution of food. 2So the Twelve gath-

ered all the disciples together and said, “It would not be right for us to neglect

the ministry of the word of God in order to wait on tables. 3Brothers and

sisters, choose seven men from among you who are known to be full of the

Spirit and wisdom. We will turn this responsibility over to them 4and will give

our attention to prayer and the ministry of the word.”
5This proposal pleased the whole group. They chose St‘Nphen, a man full of

faith and of the Holy Spirit; also Ph0lN0p, PrÇNcôr"us, N0cNa"nôr, T§Nmon,

Pär"m.nNas, and N0cNo"las from {nNtï"4…Nh, a convert to JãNd~"0sCm. 6They

presented them to the apostles, who prayed and laid their hands on them.
7So the word of God spread. The number of disciples in Jerusalem increased

rapidly, and a large number of priests became obedient to the faith.
8Now St‘Nphen, a man full of God’s grace and power, performed great

wonders and signs among the people. 9Opposition arose, however, from

members of the Synagogue of the Freedmen (as it was called)—Jews of

Cy)"r‘Nn‘ and {l".x"|nNdrï"a as well as the provinces of C0"l0N‰ï"a and Asia—

who began to argue with Stephen. ...
7:2To this he replied: “Brothers and fathers, listen to me! ...  51You stiff-

necked people! Your hearts and ears are still uncircumcised. You are just like

your ancestors: You always resist the Holy Spirit! 52Was there ever a prophet

your ancestors did not persecute? They even killed those who predicted the

coming of the Righteous One. And now you have betrayed and murdered

him— 53you who have received the law that was given through angels but have

not obeyed it.”
54When the members of the S|n"h‘Ndr0n heard this, they were furious and

gnashed their teeth at him. 55But Stephen, full of the Holy Spirit, looked up to

heaven and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the right hand of God.
56“Look,” he said, “I see heaven open and the Son of Man standing at the right

hand of God.”
57At this they covered their ears and, yelling at the top of their voices, Y Y



they all rushed at him, 58dragged him out of the city and began to stone him.

Meanwhile, the witnesses laid their coats at the feet of a young man named

Saul.
59While they were stoning him, Stephen prayed, “Lord Jesus, receive my

spirit.” 60Then he fell on his knees and cried out, “Lord, do not hold this sin

against them.” When he had said this, he fell asleep. >

1 Peter 2:2–10
2Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow

up in your salvation, 3now that you have tasted that the Lord is good.
4As you come to him, the living Stone—rejected by human beings but chosen

by God and precious to him— 5you also, like living stones, are being built into

a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable

to God through Jesus Christ. 6For in Scripture it says:

“See, I lay a stone in Z§Non, a chosen and precious cornerstone, and the one

who trusts in him will never be put to shame.”
7Now to you who believe, this stone is precious. But to those who do not

believe,

“The stone the builders rejected has become the cornerstone,”
8and,

“A stone that causes people to stumble and a rock that makes them fall.”

They stumble because they disobey the message—which is also what they

were destined for.
9But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s special

possession, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of

darkness into his wonderful light. 10Once you were not a people, but now you

are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have

received mercy. >

John 14:1–14
1Jesus said, “Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; trust also in

me. 2My Father’s house has plenty of room; if that were not so, would I have

told you that I am going there to prepare a place for you? 3And if I go and

prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to be with me that you

also may be where I am. 4You know the way to the place where I am going.”
5Thomas said to him, “Lord, we don’t know where you are going, so how can

we know the way?” Y Y



6Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to

the Father except through me. 7If you really know me, you will know my

Father as well. From now on, you do know him and have seen him.”
8Philip said, “Lord, show us the Father and that will be enough for us.”
9Jesus answered: “Don’t you know me, Philip, even after I have been among

you such a long time? Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father. How can

you say, ‘Show us the Father’? 10Don’t you believe that I am in the Father, and

that the Father is in me? The words I say to you I do not speak on my own

authority. Rather, it is the Father, living in me, who is doing his work.
11Believe me when I say that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; or at

least believe on the evidence of the works themselves. 12Very truly I tell you,

all who have faith in me will do the works I have been doing, and they will do

even greater things than these, because I am going to the Father. 13And I will

do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the

Son. 14You may ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it. >



April 27, 2008

Sixth Sunday of Easter

Acts 17:16–31
16While Paul was waiting for them in Athens, he was greatly distressed to see

that the city was full of idols. 17So he reasoned in the synagogue with both

Jews and God-fearing Greeks, as well as in the marketplace day by day with

those who happened to be there. 18A group of -p"0"cã"r‘Nan and StÇN0c

philosophers began to debate with him. Some of them asked, “What is this

babbler trying to say?” Others remarked, “He seems to be advocating foreign

gods.” They said this because Paul was preaching the good news about Jesus

and the resurrection. 19Then they took him and brought him to a meeting of the

Är"‘"4pNa"gus, where they said to him, “May we know what this new teaching

is that you are presenting? 20You are bringing some strange ideas to our ears,

and we would like to know what they mean.” 21(All the {"th‘Nnï"ans and the

foreigners who lived there spent their time doing nothing but talking about and

listening to the latest ideas.)
22Paul then stood up in the meeting of the Är"‘"4pNa"gus and said: “People of

Athens! I see that in every way you are very religious. 23For as I walked around

and looked carefully at your objects of worship, I even found an altar with this

inscription: TO AN UNKNOWN GOD. So you are ignorant of the very thing you

worship—and this is what I am going to proclaim to you.
24“The God who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of heaven

and earth and does not live in temples built by hands. 25And he is not served by

human hands, as if he needed anything. Rather, he himself gives everyone life

and breath and everything else. 26From one man he made all the nations, that

they should inhabit the whole earth; and he marked out their appointed times

in history and the boundaries of their lands. 27God did this so that they would

seek him and perhaps reach out for him and find him, though he is not far from

any one of us. 28‘For in him we live and move and have our being.’ As some

of your own poets have said, ‘We are his offspring.’
29“Therefore since we are God’s offspring, we should not think that the

divine being is like gold or silver or stone—an image made by human design

and skill. 30In the past God overlooked such ignorance, but now he commands

all people everywhere to repent. 31For he has set a day when he will judge the

world with justice by the man he has appointed. He has given proof of this to

everyone by raising him from the dead.” >



1 Peter 3:13–22
13Who is going to harm you if you are eager to do good? 14But even if you

should suffer for what is right, you are blessed. “Do not fear their threats; do

not be frightened.” 15But in your hearts revere Christ as Lord. Always be

prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the

hope that you have. But do this with gentleness and respect, 16keeping a clear

conscience, so that those who speak maliciously against your good behavior

in Christ may be ashamed of their slander. 17It is better, if it is God’s will, to

suffer for doing good than for doing evil. 18For Christ also suffered once for

sins, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring you to God. He was put to

death in the body but made alive in the Spirit. 19In that state he went and made

proclamation to the imprisoned spirits— 20to those who were disobedient long

ago when God waited patiently in the days of Noah while the ark was being

built. In it only a few people, eight in all, were saved through water, 21and this

water symbolizes baptism that now saves you also—not the removal of dirt

from the body but the pledge of a clear conscience toward God. It saves you

by the resurrection of Jesus Christ, 22who has gone into heaven and is at God’s

right hand—with angels, authorities and powers in submission to him. >

John 14:15–21
15Jesus said, “If you love me, keep my commands. 16And I will ask the Father,

and he will give you another advocate to help you and be with you forever—
17the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him

nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you. 18I

will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. 19Before long, the world will

not see me anymore, but you will see me. Because I live, you also will live.
20On that day you will realize that I am in my Father, and you are in me, and I

am in you. 21Whoever has my commands and keeps them is the one who loves

me. Anyone who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I too will love them

and show myself to them.” >
